Tlgu
meaning is this: Alter the door is shut and tho one in
the holicst olwcn which no man can shut; Jesusrebukes,
chastens and counsels the Laodiceans to repont and turn
Lack ‘to the open door set for the Philadelphia Church,
fiom which they separated in the Sping of 18485.

In the sccond aud third chapter of Revelation, the
Church is divided inte seven parts or states, during the
Guspel dispensation.  The charge of Jesus is very eme
phatic and peculiar to them all, and ean only apply to
thamm in their organized state.  Tho fifth slate of the
Chureh is Snrdis: iii. 1-6; out of which the great body
of the sccond Advent believers came in 1843 and "44,—
4th and 5th verses.

‘I'he sixth state of the Church is Philadqlrhiu. It was
made up or organized by sccond Advent belicvers princis
pally fiom the churches, in tho fith or Sardia stato.

The seventh state is thie Laodicean, organized by those
who lcft the Philadelphin after tho 2,300 days, tho ap-
pointed time, had ended.  ITosea describes all their con-
verls, v. 7. 'This is the state which the great head of the
church is laboring to disband and dissolvo: iii. 14-21;
see particularly 19th verse. Repent (and turn to the
Philadelphin) for thero is no other state of the Church
since 1844, whero the new comimandment can ho kept
